Use this list as a guide when selecting trees for your project. Some flexibility is allowed with tree varieties and cultivars, but dwarf and weeping trees are

not acceptable. If you would like to plant trees not on the list, please work with your Trees Forever field coordinator to discuss those and include that

conversation in your application narrative. Note that not all tree species will thrive in all climates. It is important for you, the applicant, to know the zone

and soil requirements of the trees you select to ensure that your planting will be successful in creating a lasting impact for many years to come.
